24.05.2023 and (Per) FB TANGEDCO Proceedings No. 14 (SB) dated 24.05.2023, for revising the Wages/Pay
to the Workmen and Officers of the erstwhile TANGEDCO respectively.

2) As the Settlement referred to in para-1 above expired on 30.11.2023 and as the Revision of Wages
referred to in para-1 above is due on 01.12.2023, it has been decided to constitute a "WAGE REVISION
COMMITTEE" to negotiate with the Unions mentioned in the Annexure to this Board's Proceedings for revising
the pay matrix and Work allocation and Staff pattern to be given effect from 01.12.2023.

Hold upon the Privatization of Publicly owned Power Utilities Protect the
National Power Sector and Interests of the People

Revered President,

Itis to bring your kind attention over the privatization attempt of public utilities by the Central, several State amp;
Union Territory Governments/Administration. This is going to affect crores of consumers and obviously lakhs of
electricity employees and engineers. The National Coordination Committee of Electricity Employees and Engineers
(NCCOEEE), the broad based platform of all the Federations of Electricity Employees and Engineers of our country
and its all constituents who are in continuous struggle against these privatization initiatives, but the authorities are
reluctant to pay any heed to the pleas of the employees. The ongoing struggle is nothing but to protect the public
utilities, the national assets and the interests of the people; it is about our country's energy security and sovereignty
also. Here let us put some facts for your ready reference.

The Chandigarh UT Power Department is an exemplary public power utility with annual profit of 365 Crore in
2019-20. 225 Crore in 2021, 261 Crore in 2021-22 and so on. It has well maintained Aggregate Technical and
Commercial (ATamp; C) loss below 10% where the national average is more than 15%. The Chandigarh State
Power utility has been given favorable long term energy allocation from Bhakra Beas Management Board (Ensuring
low cost hydro power) as well as allocations from Central Sector Generation Stations ensuring low priced electricity.
The tariff of Chandigarh utility is around Rs 3-4 per unit which is one of the lowest in the country.

This high valued utility was put in bidding in an unscrupulous way at a base price of meager Rs 174.63 Crore
without proper evaluation. Use of huge prime land assets have been allowed to use Re 1 per month. All other assets
have been valued Re 1 per item on flimsy excuse that value of assets is not available in assets register. The National
Coordination Committee of Electricity Employees and Engineers (NCCOEEE) were demanding for independent
valuation of the assets through CAG audit as well as the scrutiny of all the financial data adopted in Request for
Proposal (RFP) and tender documents.

But the UT Chandigarh Administration in a clandestine move, hurriedly issued the Letter of Intent (LOI) to a
private company - Eminent Electricity Distribution Limited (EEDL). Despite several requests, no advice was sought
from Central Electricity Authority (CEA) or Central Electricity Regulatory Commission (CERC) which is a general
procedural requirement guided by the Electricity Act 2003. No transfer scheme has been finalized regarding the
employees. No safeguard has been provided to protect the consumers from highly profiteering inflated tariffs generally
imposed by the private players. The EEDL is a wholly owned subsidiary of Calcutta Electricity Supply Corporation
(CESC) - the company which charges in the range of the highest electricity tariffs of our country. Chandigarh
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employees are treated as per the Central Government Employees and this privatization will suddenly convert them
into private sector workers. Shockingly, no transfer schemes have been arrived as desired by the Electricity Act 2003.

Similar attacks of Privatization have been unleashed on Purvanchal Vidyut Vitaran Nigam Ltd. (PVVNL) and
Dakshinanchal Vidyut Vitaran Nigam Ltd. (DVVNL) of Uttar Pradesh. The estimated revenue of PVVNL for the year
2024-25 is Rs 15,596 crore and DVVNL is Rs 23,938 crore. Heavy investment has been made by the governments
in these DISCOMs in the last few years under the Revamped Distribution Sector Scheme (RDSS) to bring down the
Aggregate Technical amp; Commercial (ATamp;C) Losses of these utilities. These two utilities are yet to collect Rs
66,000 crore as pending bills which will be added to private kitty if these are handed over. Strikingly, it is coming to
news that, the proposed reserve bid price is around paltry Rs 1,500 crore! Additionally, the Obra and Anpara Thermal
Power projects are in process of being handed over to National Thermal Power Corporation (NTPC) under the Joint
Venture (JV) mechanism. The new Transmission projects are handed over to Private players through the Tariff
Based Competitive Bid (TBCB) Mechanism. It will put the service of 77 thousand engineers and employees and
50,000 contract workers at stake. It goes against the written agreements dated 05.04.2018 and 06.10.2020, between
the UP state government and the electricity employees which emphatically asserted that no privatisation will be
initiated further unilaterally.

Rajasthan Government has also started bidding process to privatize the Generation and Battery Storage
Projects. Battle is going on for last several months in Telengana also, where the Government has planned to
handover the electricity distribution service of South Hyderabad Circle to Adani group. Privatisation through the
routes of Private Sector Smart Metering has been initiated in almost all States. The Powergrid Sub Stations have
been ordered to be made outsourced in bulk: not required to mention specifically the bribery scandal of Adani to win
over the high tariff renewable energy supply contracts. All these attempts will impact havoc on the Power services as
well as the interests of the consumers and farmers. The Power Employees and Engineers are continuously in the
street opposing these anti-National, anti-People moves. Consumers are coming to the streets in thousands every
day.

Instead of listening to the stakeholders, the Chandigarh Administration and the UP government has invoked
Essential Service Maintenance Act (ESMA) and imposed ban against any form of public demonstration. 27 lakhs
electricity employees all across the country observed "One Hour Seize Work" on 31 st December 2024 from 12 PM
to 1 PM to oppose this attitude of the UT and State governments. Further escalation on part of the governments will
compel us to go for indefinite agitation to the extent of Strike Action.

Hence we request your immediate intervention to halt all these Privatization attempts and hold a stakeholders
meet to discuss the issue further. Hope you will do the needful to protect the Public Power Services of our country and
its employees.

The Tamil Nadu Electricity Board Employees’ Federation applied for the affiliation
with NCCOEEE. Their application has been granted.

This meeting took a very serious note on the ongoing privatisation attempts of Central and
several State Governments. The meeting recorded the anti-privatisation struggle of Chandigarh
Electricity Employees with high esteem.

Electricity employees and engineers of UP are fighting for last 90 days defying the instigation
and attacks of the UP administration. The meeting anxiously noted the attacks on the democratic
rights of the electricity employees and consumers, especially in UP.

Next day, 23rd February 2025, the leadership of the Electricity Employees and Engineers
from all across the country met in a Convention at AB Bardhan Auditorium, Nagpur. The
representatives of the Central Trade Unions and Samyukt Kisan Morcha also attended the
Convention.

The speakers discussed about the attack of Central and State governments over the public
power utility and the struggle under the banner of NCCOEEE. Actually the Central Government is
in real haste to privatize the state DISCOMSs. A unique regional meeting on Power sector with
States and UTs of Delhi, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Madhya
Pradesh, Punjab, Rajasthan and Uttar Pradesh has been held on 20th February, New Delhi. As
per the Press Release of the Ministry of Power, "the States have urged Centre for support in
privatization of distribution" and "Listing of Utilities will be taken up by States to bring investment.”
Undoubtedly, all these State governments will try to move very fast in their privatization agenda.

Further to facilitate the privatization project, a Group of Ministers has been formed by the
government of India and the convener of the group is the UP Energy Minister, who is infamous for
his privatization drives. Aggressive Prepaid Smart Metering is initiated in several states under the
dictate of Central Government schemes. And again the Central government is coming with a
new draft of the Electricity Amendment Bill. The struggle is bound to be sharpened in coming
days.

The Convention took an oath to fight against anti-people, anti&worker policies of the Central
Government with heightened struggle including massive strike actions.
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The following decisions were adopted in the meeting and Convention:

A National Strike of the electricity sector will be observed on 26th June 2025 by the
electricity employees and engineers. This is against the anti-people, anti-worker
privatization policies of the Central and several State governments.

Along with this, the Central Trade Unions may move for the General Strike in the
first week of May. NCCOEEE constituents will serve separate Strike notice
highlighting the issues of Power sector and Power employees.

To make these Strikes great success, 5 regional meetings of NCCOEEE constituents
will take place in the month of March, 2025. These meetings will be attended by the
Office Bearers of all state constituents of NCCOEEE of the respective region.
Constituent federation leaderships have to ensure the attendance in these meetings.

3. The adoption of the Government order third read above, for the officials/employees of
TNEB Limited and its entities has been considered and resolved to adopt the said benefits,
subject to all other conditions/orders in force for sanction of House Building Advance Accordingly,
it is hereby ordered that the existing ceiling of House Building Advance be enhanced as
follows:-
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4. The enhanced ceiling of House Building Advance will come into force with effect from
the date of issue of this order. Necessary amendment to the Rules to regulate the grant of
House Building Advance to the employees of the TNEB Limited and its entities, in INFIS
Service Regulations read with Tamil Nadu Electricity Board (Re organization Reforms, Transfer

Enhancement of ceiling of House Building Advance from Rs.40,00,000/
- (Forty Lakh only) to Rs.50,00,000/- (Fifty Lakh only) for the officials/
employees of the TNEB Limited and its entities.

Scheme 2010, will be issued separately.

5. ltis also further ordered that the present ceiling of grant of House Building Advance Pot

Those who have been sanctioned House Building Advance at the old
rate but not yet drawn any installment of the advance may also be
sanctioned loan as per the new ceiling either for constructions/
purchase of housefflat, if eligible, by issuing an amendment to the
order already issued subject to eligibility.

All pending applications for sanction of House Building Advance which
have not yet been sanctioned for want of funds may be sanctioned
as per the new ceiling limit now come into force.

Those who availed House Building Advance at the old rate and not
completed the construction of the house may avail the difference
amount in the enhanced ceiling for construction/ready built house/flat
on production of revised estimate subject to eligibility.

In respect of enlargement/improvement of existing living
accommodation, the ceiling shall be 50% of the overall ceiling limit of
Rs.50,00,000/-.

In the reference cited orders were issued for alternative punishment of "reduction of pay
to the minimum time scale of pay of the post held on the date of imposing the punishment
for a period of 3 years which will operate for future increments" for the employees who were
absorbed into service from contract labourers and produced bogus educational certificates in
support of their age and qualification.

2) Even though, necessary instructions have been issued from time to time to the
Regional and in turn to the Divisional authorities concerned to verify the educational certificate
either for the proof of age or for the qualification, some of the authorities concerned had failed
to do so within the stipulated time and later, taken steps to verify the genuineness of the
certificates at the verge of the employees' retirement. As and when, the certificates produced
by them are found as bogus, the competent authorities at their level have initiated Disciplinary
Proceedings and imposed the punishment for the proved charges as per the proceedings in
the reference cited, despite the fact that it cannot be implemented fully while on the date of
imposing the punishment.

3) Consequently, there are incidents of recovery of 3 times of the monetary equivalent to
the amount of reduction in the time scale of pay for the unimplemented/unexpired period of
punishment from the terminal benefits of the workmen and fixation of minimum time scale of
pay as last drawn wages for the workmen who retired during the intervening period of punishment
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even after recovery of monetary value equivalent to the punishment which ultimately affect the
pension/terminal benefits of the workmen. Clarifications have been sought for in this regard
and individual/union representations have also been received to alter the punishment or to drop
the charges when it cannot be given effected fully.

4) The provisions laid down in 31 (1) (v) 20 (1) (v) of TNEB Standing Orders in respect
of Workmen and Clerical Staff are as stated below;

"Reduction in the time scale of pay for a specific period.
Explanation:

Where an order of reduction in the time scale of pay cannot be given effect to, the
monetary equivalent to the amount of reduction in the time scale ordered may be recovered
from the pay/wages of the workman."

5) Further, the provisions laid down in the 39 (2) (b) of TNEB Service Regulations are as
stated below;

"(b) The question as to what should be the pay of an employee on the expiry of the period
of reduction should be decided as follows,

(i) If the order of reduction lays down that the period of reduction shall not operate to
postpone future increments, the employee should be allowed the pay which he would
have drawn in the normal course but for the reduction.

(i) If the order specifies that the period of reduction was to operate to postpone future
increments for any specified period, the pay of the employee shall be fixed in accordance
with (i) above but after treating the period for which the increment were to be postponed
as not counting for increments.

6) In light of the above provisions, the matter has been examined in detail and it has been
decided to issue necessary suitable instructions to all the competent authorities when the
punishment as ordered in (Per) B.P (FB) No. 27 (Adm.Br.) dated 07.11.2002 cannot be
effected fully on the employees absorbed from contract labourers for production of bogus
educational certificate.

7) Accordingly, orders are hereby issued as follows,

(i) All the authorities concerned are directed to identify the number of employees who
had been absorbed from contract labourers in the regular time scale of pay and are
working under their control presently and to take immediate swift action to verify the
genuineness of the educational certificates if any produced by them during absorption
for whom the educational certificates are not yet verified. After verification, to initiate
Disciplinary Proceedings if need be and to pass final orders within a period of 3
months from the date of receipt of genuineness report. The compliance report on the
above should be sent to this office in the format enclosed (Annexure-I).

(i) When the punishment as ordered in (Per) B.P (F.B) No. 27 (Adm.Br.) dated 07.11.2002
cannot be given effected fully on the delinquents, the authorities concerned are directed
that the monetary equivalent to the amount of reduction in the time scale of pay
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(i)

ordered shall be recovered from the terminal benefits of the individual for the
unimplemented/unexpired period of punishment as per the explanation provided under
reduction of pay in the TNEB Standing Orders applicable to Workmen and Clerical
Staff. The illustration for the above is enclosed in Annexure-II.

The authorities concerned are also directed to identify the employees under their
control to whom 3 times of the monetary equivalent to the amount of reduction
ordered had been recovered from the terminal benefits for the unimplemented/unexpired
period of punishment. If any, the monetary equivalent to the amount of reduction
based on the explanation provided under reduction of pay in the TNEB Standing
Orders applicable to workmen and Clerical staff shall alone be withheld and the
remaining balance amount shall be refunded to the individuals/legal heirs concerned
based on their request immediately. The illustration for the above is enclosed in
Annexure-Il.

Further, it is directed that in respect of employees where the monetary equivalent to
the amount of reduction in the time scale of pay ordered for the unexpired period of
punishment has been recovered from the terminal benefits, the employee shall be
eligible to draw the revised pay fixation based on the pay prior to the commencement
of punishment without counting the increments for the punishment period based on
the provisions laid down in 39 (2) (b) (ii) of "TNEB Service Regulations".

The responsibility shall be fixed on the officials/staff concerned for the delay in verification
of educational qualification certificates and subsequent lapses. If any lapses are
found in future, necessary action should be initiated against such officials/staff
concerned.

8) Further, all the authorities are hereby directed to follow the instructions scrupulously

and it is informed that the aforesaid instructions are issued in order to sort out the litigations
in the current scenario, and hereafter, if any lapses are found in future (i.e) after completion
of all process as stated in para 5 above, severe action should be initiated against the officers/
staff concerned under the provisions for major punishment.

9) It is also informed that the reduction of pay to a lower stage in a time&scale is not

permissible under the TNEB Service regulations either for an unspecified period or as a
permanent measure. Hence, all the authorities are directed to impose the said punishment
carefully while imposing on the individuals at the verge of their retirement.

10) They are also directed to furnish the details in the Annexure-I to this office within 15

days from the date of receipt of this order without fail.

11) Receipt of this memo shall be acknowledged.
